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2 Additional Clarity Needed

« Addition and removal of all upgrades from cases is not fully
defined

— Need to define baseline upgrades, supplemental upgrades,
upgrades required for projects in the queue

« Various processes develop the need for upgrades
— RTEP baseline, OATT, Attachment M-3, New Services Queue

« Various drivers govern the need for upgrades to be added to /
removed from the RTEP reliability case

« Reliability, economic, public policy, resource addition, load addition, etc.
