3) The impact of state regulatory deferrals and amortizations, as shown on line 87

4) All A&G Expenses, as shown on line 100.

Consistent with Paragraph 657 of Order 2003-A, the amount on line 77 is equal to the balance of IPP System Upgrade Credits owed to transmission customers that
made contributions toward the construction of System upgrades, and includes accrued interest and unreturned balance of contributions.
